TEMPORARY REGULATION, RATES A:ND REGULA'l'IONS!.. 
COW.lERC IAL J?OH.T OF GUAI'd 

·wHEREAS, there is presently a strike a;:;-ainst tho 

Pacific Maritime Association by various maritime unions, 

which strike is p1.·esently enjoined, but which may be resumed 

on September 21, 1961; and 

WHEREAS, the health and welfare of the people of 

Guam depend upon the continuous receipt of imported goods 

f·rom the mainhmd of the United States; and 

WHEREAS, it is accordingly vitally necessary that 

in particular necessary essential items continue to be brought 

to Guam; and 

WHEREAS, in this interim period many importers have 

been cooperating to meet this impending emergency by greatly 

1ncreasing their normal orders of imports; and 

WHEREAS, the arrival of such imports in Guam will 

necessarily overburden the normal procedures for the piclmp 

of cargo at the Commercial Port; and 

WHEREAS, Section 7 .l of the Rates and ReguJ.a·tions 

of the Commercial Port of Guam presently authorizes seven (7) 

days of free storage after landing, exclusive of Saturdays, 

Sundays, holidays, and nonworking weatheJ.• days, which period 

is insufficient to move abnormal shipments of the size that 

have recently been received and will likely continue to be 

received in this emergency; and 

WHEJU:AS, there is sufficient storage space to 

handle additional cargo at the Commercial Po1:t in this 

emergency; and

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WHERl':AS, Section 14101, Government Code of Guam, 

autlloL·izerJ the Director of Commerce to make, al tor, amend 

and repeal rules, regulations, fees and rates as l'equired 

in the operation of the Commercia.l Port of Guam; and 

WHEREAS, the aforesaid Section lfHOl, Government 

Code of Guam, provides that such rules, regulations, fees 

and rates shall have the force and effect of law after 

approval and promulgation by the Governor by executive 

order; 

NOW, THEREFORE, by virtue of the foregoing, the 

attached Temporary Regulation, as adopted by the Director 

of Commerce and as attached hereto, is hereby approved and 

promulgated, effective this date, and shall terminate and 

be of no further fol'Ce or effect as of the 15th day 

following termination of the strike against the Pacific 

Maritime Association by various maritime unions or any 

extension thereof.

COMMERCIAL PORT OF GUAM 

RATES AND REGULATIONS 

'l'Ei\IPORARY REGULA'I' ION 

Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 7,1 of 

the Rates and Regulations of the Conunercial Port of Guam, 

the Commercial Port Manager may in !1is discretion extend 

the free storage period of 7 days therein afforded impOJ:t 

carg·o for an additional period or periods, not to exceed 

a total of 21 days of free storage, to accommodate cargo 

which he determines to be specially imported to meet the 

present emergency situation arising out of the strH::e against 

the Pacific Maritime Association by various maritime unions 

or any extension thereof. This regulation is applicable to 

any such qualified cargo heretofore discharged, but not prior 

to Septembel.' 1, 1961. The authority of the Commercial Port 

Manager under this regulation shall terminate :o>.s of the 15th 

day following termination of the strike. 

ADOPTION 

Pursuant to the authorj. ty vested in the Director of 

Commerce by Section 14101, Government Code of Guam, the fore-

going Temporary Regulation is hereby adopted effective upon 

approval and promulgation by the Governor by Executive Order.
